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Perhaps the highlight of the year was the groundbreaking, on  
October 24, 2009 for the FIFTIETH Habitat home in the county.  
This event followed the announcement, early in the year, that 
Habitat would start no more new homes until our finances 
showed improvement and we were sure the funds would be  
available to complete the home.  Economic conditions had 
slowed contributions of both cash and resale merchandise for the 
Thrift Store and expenses had begun to exceed income.  This 
news was devastating to the volunteers since our only reason for 
existing is to build modest, but warm, dry, new homes for those 
families in the county living in sub standard conditions.  But by 
mid year, contributions of cash had improved somewhat and 
merchandise for the store had picked up significantly. 
 

So, on a sunny, warm Saturday, in a beautiful grove of colorful 
trees west of Rosman, the Hendricks family, assisted by their  
pastor, Reverend Carl Bishop and Habitat President, Don Camp-
bell, broke ground for another Habitat home.  In this county of 
less than 30,000, with the largest town less than 6,000, we be-
lieve this is remarkable and Habitat is grateful to those residents 
of the county who made it possible, with their dollars, their mer-
chandise, and their volunteer hours. 
 

But other good things have happened this year.  Three homes, 
already underway when the year started, have been completed 
and are now occupied.  In March the Martinez family and the 
Wilson family occupied two newly completed homes on 
McLean Road and in July the Ward family moved into their new 
home on Colwell Drive.  A new home for the McCall family will 
be completed on Cathey’s Creek Church before year end. 
 

Finding suitable and affordable building lots is always a problem 
but last December we were able to acquire two lots on Joe Road 
and in October we acquired two more lots on Palmer Street in 
Brevard. Many thanks to Chuck Dougall for finding them for us. 
 

It appears that Volney Tinsley may have negotiated a solution 
with our landlord to our leaking roof at the Thrift Store. Volney 
has also spent many hours researching the issue of “green” con-
struction and we hope to move further in that direction in the fu-
ture. We are told that we are already doing a pretty good job in 
this area but we expect to improve without too much effect on 
construction costs. 

 

Two new Directors, Joe Dulin and Dave Stackpole, have joined 
the Board and we are grateful for their help. We continue to 
need volunteers at the Thrift Store and on the construction 
sight.  In August we were able to hire a veteran local builder as 
our new construction foreman and Ronnie Morgan is doing a 
great job for us. 
 

Finances continue to be a worry.  Many homeowners are strug-
gling to make their mortgage payments.  But the Brevard-
Davidson River Presbyterian Church donated $10,000 toward 
the cost of the fiftieth home and some state money, that di-
rectly benefits new homeowners with their mortgages and indi-
rectly helps Habitat with our cash flow, have become available. 
 

Finally, our Family Selection Committee, inactive for several 
months, will start again soon to search for families in need of 
Habitat homes.  Perhaps that is the best sign of all! 
 

We give thanks to God for guidance and know that he will pro-
vide for us as we continue this ministry into 2010 and beyond.

This was not a good year for Transylvania Habitat from 
the financial standpoint. We spent approximately 
$143,000 more than what we received in income. This 
situation caused our Board to slow down home construc-
tion to preserve our cash. 
 

Transylvania Habitat like many other non-profits suffers 
from the current state of the nations economy. While we 
are hopeful that our financial situation will improve in the 
coming year the Board will continue to monitor our finan-
cial situation to ensure that we do not over extend our-
selves. 
 

The Thrift Store continues to be our major source of in-
come and we are holding $200,000 in reserve to ensure 
that we will be able to replace our current store. Our lease 
expires in 2011, and it is our understanding that it will be 
renewed only by a year-to-year basis. Thus, we need to be 
in a position to protect our major revenue source.
